NATURE PHOTOGRAPHY IN THE FIELD
This class is oriented toward beginners and intermediate photographers seeking to learn outdoor photography for the first time or to renew their photographic skills. The class will concentrate on the ethics, tactics and equipment best suited to nature photography. Composition, exposure, lens selection and natural history will all be covered. The best outdoor photographs are created when the photographer has an understanding of the habitat and life habits of their subjects. Both film and digital cameras are acceptable and the distinct language for each type will be discussed.

Students are strongly urged to have a thorough understanding of their specific type of camera, its controls and photo modes. A tripod is a very powerful tool for nature photography and its use is encouraged, but not required. An understanding of the basic relationship between camera aperture and shutter speed is very helpful, but come prepared to have fun, learn some new photographic skills and spend time outdoors in the beautiful country around Golden Pond.
There will be a brief classroom component, but short of torrential rain the majority of the class session will be spent outdoors. I’m looking forward to seeing you at the B.O.W. weekend.
